Language represented below:

Title 34 Section 2525
Possession of firearm for protection of self oreosh

(a) General Rule. It shall be lawful for a law excfement officer
or any person who possesses a License to Carrgarfi that is
valid under Title 18 Sec 6109 to be in possessianfivearm
(loaded or unloaded) while engaged in any actigtyulated by
Title 34. This provision shall supersede any prilin on the
possession of firearms or ammunition containechinaher
section or subsection of Title 34. This provisghall not permit
the hunting or harvesting of any wildlife with agéarm or
ammunition not otherwise permitted by Title 34.

(b) Definitions

(1) "Firearm" as defined in Title 18 Sec 6102.
(2) "Law Enforcement Officer" as defined in Titl8 $ec 6102.

As you can see from the language above this will merely
authorize possession of a concealed carry firearm and does
not overruled Title 34 controls on use of firearms for
hunting activities and neither does the rule use of force

language will also empower law enforcement to carry a
firearm while they are hunting as well since the current

€ except for approved firearms.
