The idea of a Committee of the Whole session starsea
result of the anti-gun legislators attaching tigein bans to every
piece of crime legislation that came through thedeothis past
spring. In response, our freedom loving legiskatwould
propose pro-gun initiatives. With the house hatimgebate this
endless barrage, the leadership decided to hagaring on all
the initiatives at a single session- hence the “@dtee of the
Whole.” In this way each proposal would be disedsand a
straw vote taken. Those that were defeated waelthére.
Those that passed the straw vote would then goromdre
formal consideration. This also gave Dwight EvDs
Philadelphia) a platform to advance his campaigmrfayor.

Opposing gun owners were virtually every ‘natioraaid
every statewide anti-gun organization, a numbenayors from
various cities including Mayor Street from Philgui@h and even
Mayor Bloomberg (the anti-gun Mayor from New YorkyJ.

Our game plan was kept simple and straightforwdfthe
anti-gunners could use this forum to advance thgénda, so

could we. We gave the legislators led by Daryl M#&(R-12)
and Marc Gergely[§-35) a host of anti-crime concepts that did
not infringe upon our rights and eliminated thedspiweb of
useless and unnecessary regulations used to emawaabiding
citizens.

Because our people got to the capidly and were
self-starters, we were able to make our contadisisrsomewhat
shortened time frame. The opposition on the dtlaed was
taken totally off guard.

The final analysis of the outcome of the Commitiéthe
Whole shows that we stopped 31 anti-gun piecesgi$lation
and the pro-gun bills all passed. Only one anti-gili passed
and that one required subterfuge on the part of the
Representative (McGeehan) to sneak it throughealast minute
on October 3. The media, Governor Rendell and the
Philadelphia legislative caucus are reeling fromhkating they
took and the rejection of gun control by an overiwtieg
number of legislators from both parties.

It would establish an overall emeggenc
response plan and promote its citizen responsestaeach
neighborhood watch volunteer groups, a proactipecgezh
to keep the crime rate to a minimum and deal with
emergencies. However, the proposed ordinance vetadd
recommend citizens own a gun and ammunition, and ge
firearms training.

We're choosmg
organize and learn how to defend our own homegeéi@eaf
Mayor Brad Holton told KRTV

Holton assumes nearly every person living in higito
already owns a gun.

Bellevue, WA, Man Arrested On Weapons
Charge by ATF

A Bellevue, WA, man has been arrested by agenteeof
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosi(&§F)
on weapons charges, and it did not take long fatt8gs two
daily newspapers to revive his tenuous link with ghaying
of an anti-gun federal prosecutor in Seattle fieans ago.

The suspect, Albert Koran, had once been held as a
material witness in the assassination of Thomase¥/a fed-
eral prosecutor who was also the president of Waghh
CeaseFire, the Northwest's most active anti-gumization.
For months after Wales was murdered, anti-gunrrézd to
link his death to his gun control activities.

But Koran's arrest, according to The Seattle Ticued
Seattle Postintelligencer (P-I), is not relatedi®
connection to the Wales case. Instead, this cdsgeal that
Koran, a former licensed firearms dealer who is row
collector, had an M-14 rifle that the governmergiais is an
illegal machinegun.

Gun Week obtained a copy of that document, in wihieh
technician stated, "l examined (the firearm) antedained
that it was originally manufactured as a machinebgynhe
Winchester Company in New Haven, Connecticut. (flifie)
can accept machinegun components and has machinegun
components installed, but the engagement surfatieeofear
release has been removed, and the sear releabedas
welded to the selector shaft. In this conditiohg(tifle) is

did not have an engagement surface for the seaasel" So,
he replaced the trigger group of the rifle with ey trigger
group which contained the sear with an engagemefidce
and eventually got the rifle to fire three roundighva single
press of the trigger.

Koran's arrest came after a federal grand jury kdnd
down an indictment, and more than 18 months a&defal
agents had confiscated 16 firearms from his hom#amuary
2005, The Times reported.

Koran's connection to the Wales murder investigatio
appears circumstantial at best. As Gun Week fepbrted
almost three years ago, the FBI has been conduating
nationwide search for a Makarov pistol with a reglaent
barrel sold by a firm in Minneapolis, MN. Koran ediedly
had purchased two such replacement barrels, ondich
was traced to him. He was arrested as a matertakgs in
January of last year.

Koran is not a suspect in the Wales murder. The
authorities have actually focused more attentiormdarmer
commercial pilot, also living in Bellevue, who hadce been
prosecuted by Wales. That pilot also happened ta gen
enthusiast, but there is no indication that hadfing to do
with Wales' prosecution of the man and his busimpesners.

The pilot had unsuccessfully tried to sue the goment.

Immediately after Koran's arrest was publicizedobyh
Seattle newspapers, and The TacomaNews 7Kbune, gun
rights activists in Washington complained that plapers
were trying to show him guilty by association wittearms.

Meanwhile, the FBI is continuing its search for the
Makarov and its replacement barrel. Complicatingdtera,
Gun Week learned when it originally broke the stofyhat
search, is that the killer used the wrong calibmmanition.
The result is that bullets recovered at the scexve unusual
rifling marks that, said two ballistics expertstia¢ time,
might be impossible to duplicate, even if the righatrel is
