Do an Internet search on "workplace violence” arrfgin
the workplace" and you will find dozens of sitessgored by
corporate lawyers, security firms, social and eadsearchers,
and gun control organizatiorexplaining how important it is for
companies to have a 'no guns' policy.

They will almost all present, similar statisticxblas you
are: five times more likely to be shot, in a busethat doesn't
ban guns; there were 164 work plasigootings between 1994
and, 2003; the number of workplace, shootings pehknlibled
(25 to 45) between 2002 and 2003; and that the ruwib
resulting deaths More than doubled (33 to 69), alwith a
myriad of other statistics detailing the carnage.

Seeing these same statistics repeated over ancgar, |
dug a little deeper and found that most of thasties were
taken from, a 2004 "study" conducted Handgun-Pmerica, a
non-profit organization dedicated to the ban ofgte handgun
ownership in the U.S.” (Their Description)

All indications are that this “organization”, fouedi in 2002
and silent since early 2004, never really was gamization and
that it never found the financial support it neettedctually
become one.

The “study”, titled “Terror Nine to Five”, consistef
LexisNexis and Google News searches for storietagung
phrases such as “workplace shooting” and “disgeant!
employee,” the results of which were compiled atistics.

With such careful and scientific methodology, sdnre as
simple as a slight change in the search terms lugde
“researchers” or the vernacular of reporters cealsily skew the
results dramatically.

The truly worrisome aspect of this “research” iattbven
though it was generated by an admittedly biasedcscand is
clearly seriously flawed in its methodology, itlige single most
widely quoted “study” on the subject of workplad¢mstings and
it is being repeated as gospel by attorneys, huessurces
experts, and security professionals.

The “five times more likely” quote comes from a pko
survey of “hundreds of businesses” in North Camlionducted
by researchers at the University of North Caroih&hapel Hill.
I have yet to find the details of this study butatvhdo know
about it suggest that the conclusion is a statewfethie author’s
bias rather than a meaningful statistical result.

A comparable conclusion would be to state thatisffiwe
times more likely to be in a head-on collision widkiving a car
equipped with airbags than when driving a car witrarbags.

The implication being that airbags cause head-diisicms.
This is of course ridiculous. The truth is thaisicars on the
road today are equipped with airbags and therefmst
accidents-head-on or otherwise-involve airbag qugdpcars.

“experts” currently are using seriously flawed imfmtion from
which they are drawing erroneous conclusions and
recommendations for their employers and clienthil®\these
“experts” can be excused to some extent as thditddsjuality
research available, they must be held to accourthébdamage
they are doing to workers and businesses with tipishod
approach.

Even very reputable and respected organizatiopsAKIS
International, the top industrial security assaeciain the
country, have been suckered in by this anti-guiesiwél and are
repeating the conclusions of these biased “studies”

It is incumbent upon the firearms industry, the-plsby,
and the pro-gun academia to counter these trumpestiudies
with solid well-founded, peer-reviewed research.

It is likewise incumbent upon members of the legal
profession and professional associations like ASISoint out to
their peers the folly of accepting and repeatinchdniased
hogwash as Handgun-Free America has put out.

Gun rights activists in Chicago, IL, and elsewhmight be
tempted to chant "welcome to the party" as retikéddy City
police officers and the Fraternal Order of Polioe angry that
the city will not certify the retirees to continpacking pistols
under the auspices of the federal Law Enforcemédifinteds
Safety Act of 2004.

"violation of federal and state law." She contetheés CHP officers,

"wrongfully trespassed" on her property and conamiissault and
battery, false imprisonment, intentional inflictiohemotional
distress and confiscated her revolver.

The incident was caught on film by a news crew flORVU in
San Francisco, which was accompanying the CHP ltetad. The
segment clearly shows Konie telling the officers dbes not want
them in her home. Moments later, she was tackisdrded and
taken from the house, her arm gripped by an offaorea put aboard a
truck for evacuation.

According to court documents, Konie was evacuatetbtith
Carolina, where she remained until returning tohaene on Oct. 13.
The lawsuit claims that Konie's constitutional tighnder the
Second, Fourth and Fourteenth amendments weréedola
Surprisingly, the lawsuit does not name the citidedv Orleans or
Mayor Ray Nagin as defendants. O'Dwyer told Gun Wibés is
because no city police were involved in the raidonie's home.

O'Dwyer said he would send a copy of the KTVU neligsto

The British love their illusions about guns andveiin
America, much as American gun-control advocate lilair
own — and parallel — illusions about guns and crim&ieat
Britain. From the opposite side of the pond corhes‘toutine
portrayal” of America as a “gun-drunk Wild West.tanslation:
Here in the United States we're all less safe b&zaitizens are
allowed to own guns. By comparison, Britain is sag@n of
safety and virtue because people thenenotown guns. Or so
we're constantly told.

Then along comes this American T&xanno less!) claiming
that as a police officer he wants to be armed ablta can better
do his job of protecting himself — and the public rerh
dangerous criminals. And he has already had a pafrso
experience of that nature. “He said he recentiydolimself in
the same room with a man wanted for attempted munde he
could easily have taken the suspect by surpriseappdehended
him.

How's that? tiperiminals
might arm themselves in response.” This view igipalarly
ridiculous when we consider that the UK's leftisygrnment
banned virtuallyall private firearms ownership amadl handgun
ownership in 1997 amidst great fanfare about “mgBnitain
safer.” Since then, crime has skyrocketed. So guans
outlawed to fight crime, and now not even policewdtl have
guns lest the increasingly emboldened criminal elg@rget upset
about it. That's some twisted logic.

TheWashington Postouldn’t help but get some of its own
digs in on the story, even if it meant sugar-cgaome
uncomfortable truths. Theostrightly reported that “Britain has
some of the world’s toughest gun-control laws,” hablent
crime, while increasing, is still far less commabari in the
United States,” it claims.

A recent study of all the countries of western parbas
found that in 2001 Britain had the worst recordKibiings,
violence and burglary, and its citizens had onthethighest
risks in the industrialized world of becoming vins of crime....

And here’s the icing on the cake: “[A] United Nat®study
of eighteen industrialized countrigéscluding the United States,
published in 2002 ... found England and Wakthe topof the
Western world’s crime league, with therstrecord for ‘very
serious’ offenses.” [Emphasis added]

And all this while crime in the United States, inding
violent crime, has been steadily falling. The “Wilkst” seems
to be 3,000 miles to our east.

“Nevertheless,” observed Derek Phillips, legislatadvisor
for the UK'’s Office of Legislative Affairs, “tougHegislative
regulation, so evidently ineffective in achievitg tpurpose
claimed for it, continues as a policy.” The UK’snban private
firearms ownership has left the people there cotalyle
defenseless in the wake of rising crime. A youngefioan
turned British bobby has shown the courage to stghat more
guns might be the answer, but rather than takeoansgt and
rational look at the evidence, the British woulthex hide
behind an irrational hatred for firearms and amewvere
irrational contempt for American sensibility onglissue. Guns
in the hands of police officers — and private citige— make
everyone safer. Cowering from the criminal elenst
denouncing “gun drunk” Americans won't change tiatple
fact.

“When that meat gave wayfah® the
ground, and | got my pistol around.”

Scoggin said the bear started to climb the treénaglaen
Scoggin shot it four or five times with a .22-calitsemi-
automatic pistol. The bear fell to the ground asectime, and
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Scoggin said he fired a fatal shot with his deie.ri
He used a cell phone to call a neighbor for help.

Daniel Powell, coordinator for the Alabama BlackaBe
Alliance, said the bear that bit Scoggin was a femath two
cubs, though the cubs had not been recovered.

“If any bear is going to be aggressive, it will@enother with
cubs,” Powell said, “But even a mother black beiti wubs is
not normally going to attack humans—maybe one inA@D
times.”

The bear’s body was taken for testing by the GamaeFash
division of the Alabama Department of Conservatiod Natural
Resources.

Tackled, Disarmed by Cops In New Orleans,

Woman Sues

A New Orleans woman, who was roughly tackled asdmined
by California Highway Patrol (CHP) officers who ween the
Crescent City to help restore order following Hearie Katrina,
has filed a lawsuit against the states of Louisemé California,
and their respective state police agencies.

Patricia Konie, 58, who had told officers she did want to
evacuate her modest New Orleans home and who vags bo
slammed by at least two lawmen identified as CtdBgers as
television cameras rolled, suffered injuries tleafuired surgery
in mid-December, according to her attorney, Ast@Dwyer.

Konie told Gun Week that her physician was “ceftéis
was an injury that resulted from her visibly rougtatment when
officers, under orders to disarm all citizens andosiate them,
took her down. The 1905-vintage .32-caliber Colbteer that
was taken from Konie has never been returned,tand i
whereabouts are not known.

The Second Amendment Foundation and National Rifle
Association joined in a lawsuit against the cityNiw Orleans
and surrounding parishes to bring a halt to thdiscetions. A
court issued a temporary restraining order andjtimegroups are
still working to achieve a permanent court ordesni€ is just
one of several New Orleans residents who wererdesaafter
the hurricane. Her attorney was also disarmed.

Konie's injury was described as a “displaced conutad
fracture of the left humerus,” which is the longnkean the upper
arm. Her surgery was done Dec. 12.

The complaint, filed in the US District Court fdvet Eastern
District of Louisiana, says that the incident, whaxcurred Sept.
8, was a “violation of federal and state law.” Soatends that
CHP officers, who were accompanied by at leastlangsiana
state trooper, “wrongfully trespassed” on her prgpand
committed assault and battery, false imprisonmaténtional
infliction of emotional distress and confiscated revolver.

The incident was caught on film by a news crew fioRvVU
in San Francisco, which was accompanying the CH&ctlenent.
The segment clearly shows Konie telling the officgine does
not want them in her home. Moments later, she aelded,
disarmed and taken from the house, her arm gripgeh
officer, and put aboard a truck for evacuation.
