Secretary McGinty Welcomes First Biodiesel
Facility In Pennsylvania

Thefirst biodiesel fueling fadlity in Pennsylvania
opened itsdoas June 28in Lancaster Courty. The
Elm Wo-Go fueling station, owned by Worley and
Obetz Inc., isthefirst in the state to offer biodiesel
B5 (5 percent soybean al and 95 rcent diesel) to
the pubic.

“Worley and Obetz Inc. has demonstrated innove-
tive thinking and leadership by recognizing that
the time for thistedindogy isnow,” DEP Sae-
tary Kathleen A. McGinty said at the opening of
the fueling station. “ The use of biofuels, such as

Residents here and
in other downwind states will continue
to pay the price in terms of public
health and economic growth,” Secre-
tary McGinty said. “These nonattain-
ment designations coincide with other
recent EPA decisions that put Penn-
sylvania’s clean coal at a competitive
disadvantage and rewrite decades of
clean air laws to the detriment of
Philadelphia and the unjustifiable
benefit of New York and New Jersey.”
Pennsylvania joined Massachusetts,
Connecticut, Delaware, Maine, New York and

that contends EPA's April 30 rule will allow up-
wind states to dump more pollution on down-
wind states. Weakening standards likely will
increase interstate ozone pollution and
threaten the significant improvements that
many states, especially those in the East,
have made over the years.

aEPA's program has serious flaws,° Secretary
McGinty said. 2Rather than building upon pro-
grams that have been so successful, EPA is
reversing course by putting out a rule that will
expose us to greater interstate air pollution,
endanger public health at risk and damage our
economic competitiveness. There is no effort
to ensure a broader regional approach, mean-
ing downwind states will pay the price as up-
wind states are let off the hook.®
Pennsylvania and Delaware also filed a sepa-
rate petition for review challenging EPA's
eight-hour ozone designations, including the
decision to transfer Ocean County, N.J., into
the Philadelphia metropolitan area, contrary to
strong opposition by both states.

The decision to include Ocean County in the
Philadelphia Metropolitan Statistical Area
could require disproportionate emission reduc-
tion measures for the Philadelphia area, ad-
versely impacting regional air quality and
transportation planning. Generally, MSAs are
based on social and economic integration.
Ocean County had been in the New York City
MSA for decades.

aThis arbitrary decision by EPA changes
ozone planning areas that have been in effect
for more than 20 years,° Secretary McGinty
said. 2The Philadelphia nonattainment area
now has the highest ozone monitoring sta-
tions—both upwind and downwind of the met-
ropolitan area. No other city is burdened in
this fashion. If EPA consistently based its des-
ignations on contribution, upwind and down-
wind areas would also be included in the
same nonattainment areas.®

Most areas of the Commonwealth are cur-

rently monitoring attainment of the one-hour
ozone standard. This new standard, set at
0.08 parts per million averaged over an
eight-hour time period, was promulgated by
EPA in 1997. The state will have three years
under the federal Clean Air Act to develop
plans to bring these nonattainment areas
into compliance with the more protective 8-
hour ozone standard.

Both petitions involving Pennsylvania were
filed June 28 with the U.S. Court of Appeals
for the District of Columbia Circuit.
Pennsylvania also recently opposed the
EPA's proposed mercury reduction rule that
would put the state at a competitive disad-
vantage and harm the state's economy by
requiring more stringent emissions stan-
dards for the cleaner-burning bituminous
coal mined in the Commonwealth than for
coal mined in the West.

EPA's proposed Maximum Achievable Con-
trol Technology (MACT) rulemaking would
establish emission standards based on the
type of coal instead of the class, type or size
of the source of emissions. The most strin-
gent standards have been proposed for
sources burning bituminous coal produced
in Pennsylvania, Kentucky, Indiana, lllinois,
Ohio, Virginia and West Virginia. That cre-
ates a market advantage for dirtier bitumi-
nous coal mined in the West.

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DEP ANNOUNCES PRELIMINARY
RIVER SWEEP RESULTS

Water Management Cathy Curran Myers an-
nounced the preliminary results of the 15th an-
nual River Sweep held in six southwestern Penn-
sylvania counties Saturday. Pennsylvania was
the first leg of the six-state effort to clean up the
Ohio River and its tributaries.

aMore than 600 volunteers made a difference and
picked up more than 60 tons of trash, 2,000 tires
and assorted other items from streams, creeks
and rivers at more than 40 sites in a six-county
area,® Myers said. 3.oyal repeat participants
from groups like the Allegheny County
Sportsman’s League and Friends of the River-
front, along with families, boat clubs and
neighborhood groups, renewed their sense of
ownership of the watershed.®

The Pennsylvania leg of the River Sweep
spreads through Allegheny, Armstrong, Beaver,
Greene Washington and Westmoreland counties.
Volunteers uncovered a credit card, propane
tank, satellite dish and mattress, along with tires
and shopping carts.

aThis is a great event for families and neighbor-
hood groups that want to restore their communi-
ties and watersheds,® Myers said. 2River Sweep,
a unique partnership of business and community
outreach, has grown from two counties in its first
year to six counties today. The event combines
the efforts of the entire community in a way few
events can.°

The River Sweep is the largest annual cleanup
effort in the United States, winding along the
Ohio River and its tributaries in Pennsylvania,
Ohio, West Virginia, Kentucky, Indiana and Illi-
nois.

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DEP REMEDIATING HAZARDS NEAR
FORMER DRY CLEANING SITE IN
ALLEGHENY COUNTY

The investigation found exceedances of the
indoor air quality standard for PCE, which
enters the groundwater at the site and mi-

grates to houses on Kenmar Drive.

Environmental Protection Acting Regional Di-
rector Ken Bowman today announced the de-
partment is taking steps to eliminate an inhala-
tion hazard for eight homes near a former dry
cleaning site in Monroeville, Allegheny County.
Public meetings are planned for later this
month to discuss DEP's investigation and
remediation plans.

aThe department is taking immediate action to
eliminate the risk to residents in the Kenmar
Drive area by installing reverse air flow radon
systems in each of the eight homes where test-
ing has shown an impact,° Bowman said.

DEP initiated an investigation in response to
analytical data generated by Walnut Capital, a
prospective buyer for a former dry cleaning site
at 4137 William Penn Highway. Testing indi-
cated on-site and off-site groundwater in the
area of Kenmar Drive is contaminated with tet-
rachloroethene, commonly called PCE, a dry
cleaning solvent.

The investigation found exceedances of the in-
door air quality standard for PCE, which enters
the groundwater at the site and migrates to
houses on Kenmar Drive. The PCE then volatil-
izes, or becomes a gas, and enters the houses.
Installation of the reverse air flow radon system
will create a high-pressure zone beneath the
house and prevent contaminants from entering
the structure. DEP will conduct post-
remediation testing in the homes to ensure the
remediation system is effective.

A public meeting is scheduled for 6:30 p.m.
Thursday, July 22 in the Monroeville Municipal
Building at 2700 Monroeville Blvd. to invite pub-
lic comment about the investigation. A separate
public meeting will be scheduled to allow public
comment about the installation of the remedia-
tion systems.

The former dry cleaning site is located in a
commercial district adjacent to a residential
area and other businesses where there is high
traffic volume. The property has been operated

as a dry cleaner different operators under
different names since the early 1970s. Nei-
ther the responsible party nor the timeframe
for the PCE release is known.

The Hazardous Sites Cleanup Fund will pay
for installation of the remediation systems.
